Isaiah Chapters 1 to 5
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Brokenness

•Sin: missing the mark.

”though your sins are like scarlet” (1 v 18)

•Iniquity: wilful, perverse or twisted

”your iniquities have made a separation between you and your God 

your sins have hidden his face from you so he does not hear”

(59 v 2)

• Transgression: rebellion, wilful breach of relationship

”he was pierced for our transgressions” (53 v5)
